For many, the jewel in the crown is the National Gallery
of Victoria (NGV). With two spectacular locations—NGV
International and The lan Potter Centre: NGV Australia—
it is the oldest and most visited gallery in Australia.

The NGV hosts a wide range of international and local
artists, exhibitions, programs and events. You'll find
everything from contemporary art to major international
historic exhibitions, fashion and design, architecture,
sound and dance.

Opening in October, just in time for your visit, at The
lan Potter Centre: NGV Australia, is Rekospective—an
immersive exhibition by First Nations Kamilaroi artist
Reko Rennie, which ‘navigates the intersection between
culture, politics and identity.’

Wurrdha Marra means ‘many mobs’ in Wurundjeru Woi
Wurrung language and is also the name of an ongoing
exhibition of works by First Nations artists at The lan
Potter Centre: NGV Australia.

You can also have a relaxing lunch at Garden Restaurant
(within NGV International), which is beautifully lit and looks
out over the lush, green gardens.

The Healesville Sanctuary is about an hour

and a half drive to the east of Melbourne. It has a
huge range of native Australian wildlife on display
set among the tall Mountain Ash forests of the
Coranderrk Nature Conservation Reserve.

There is also the Moonlit Sanctuary wildlife
conservation park in Pearcedale, about an hour
and a quarter to the south of Melbourne, which
is a smaller version of Healesville in a much more
open landscape.

And the Ballarat Wildlife Park allows people

to get up close with kangaroos, koalas and

even penguins. A range of other non-Australian
animals, like meerkats and a Sumatran tiger are
also on show. It’s close to a two-hour drive from
Melbourne to the west.

Ballarat

Helen Papadimitriou recommends Ballarat,

a historic gold town, as perfect for an overnight
stay. These days Ballarat is a melting pot of art,
culture, food, wine and attractions set against an
iconic heritage backdrop. It's 75 minutes west of
Melbourne and is easily accessible by train from
Southern Cross Station for just $9.
